Alexander Lidow, PhD


Alex Lidow is Co-founder and CEO of Efficient Power Conversion Corporation (EPC). EPC is privately funded and designs, develops, and produces Gallium-Nitride-on-Silicon transistors and integrated circuits used in power management.  
Prior to founding EPC, Dr. Lidow was chief executive officer of International Rectifier Corporation (NYSE:IRF), a company he joined in 1977.  During his 12 years as CEO, International Rectifier grew its annual revenues from $400M to over $1.3B.
 A co-inventor of the HEXFET power MOSFET, Dr. Lidow holds many patents in power semiconductor technology and has authored numerous publications on related subjects.  Royalties from his HEXFET patents exceeded $900M by the time of their expiration and cumulative industry revenues for these products are approaching $100B.

Dr. Lidow started EPC in 2007 believing that Gallium-Nitride-on-Silicon could become a new semiconductor platform that broadly displaces silicon-based products in the $25B power management market.  Product was first introduced in 2009 and industry acceptance has been fast.


Lidow earned his BS in applied physics from Caltech in 1975 and his PhD in applied physics from Stanford in 1977 as a Hertz Foundation Fellow.
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
